We’ve participated in several exciting programs in the Third Quarter and have many exciting 
upcoming programs to wrap up planned year.  
 
DECEMBER –   
GM was held at Harry O’s for a holiday celebration with the member of NWOT.  We also did an ornament 
swap, which was fun.  We had a children’s Wish List from the Norton Fire Department -several members took a 
child’s name and purchased the Christmas gifts and dropped them off at the Fire Department.   
 
NWOT also had a fundraiser event at Borders Book Store to wrap gifts for customers. The $76 in donations 
went to the Norton Council on Aging (NCOA) Home Heating Program.  
 
December was also a busy month with our Elves working hard at getting out holiday letters.  Collectively, ten 
members wrote over 200 letters this year. Each letter was written within an estimated time of 20 minutes per 
letter for a total estimate of 86 hours.  We raised $1,070 for this project. Our efforts brought lots of smiles too 
many happy recipients around the country.  
 
JANUARY –  
Our program was presented by Marleen Spengler, Geriatric Care Manager (CARE – Community Alliance 
Resource for Elders).  This was a very interesting program because we all learned about all the resources in 
Massachusetts that are available for the elders and for their caregivers.  We also learned how important it is to 
have a long-term care program for ourselves, and our loved ones. If you would like to learn more, call Marleen 
at 508-285-5514.

At the January GM, we also voted to donate another $500 to the Home Heating Program for a total of $620 
including the funds raised from the 50/50 raffle at the Internal Auction & the gift-wrapping event. The 
membership also voted to donate $100 to the State charity, MA Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to 
Children (MSPCC). A check for this was presented at the February State meeting. 
 
FEBRUARY PROGRAM –  
Fairy Godmother Project (March) - we collected dresses for this project in February & Michelle volunteered to 
collect and drop off the dress. Thank you, Michelle.   
 
J.C. Solmonese Elementary School in Norton will be holding their Spring Fair on Sunday, May 18th.  The funds 
raised at this fair go back to the school to benefit the children directly by providing funding for field trips and 
enrichment programs. The members present voted to give a basket value at $100 to the JC Solmonese 
Elementary School.

March 15th – Town of Norton Spring Egg Hunt – NWOT donated a basket valued at $50.00 to this event. A
